Eynesbury Institute of Business and Technology (EIBT) offers 
a pathway to SECOND YEAR at the three South Australian 
Universities.
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The diploma programs offered by Eynesbury comprise 
the same courses that constitute the �rst year of a bachelor 
degree in business or computing and IT at the University of 
South Australia. EIBT programs articulate into The University 
of Adelaide, Flinders University and the University of South 
Australia with up to one year of advanced standing.
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A three-semester system operates with each semester 
of 13 weeks duration, ‘back-to-back’ throughout the year.
The three-semester system is of great assistance to students 
who wish or need to spread their workload over three 
semesters within the one calendar year.
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All programs offered by EIBT are accredited by the 
Government of South Australia or endorsed by the University 
of South Australia. As part of the accreditation process, 
programs are regularly reviewed and revised, guaranteeing 
current and relevant programs for EIBT students.

EIBT certi�cate programs are registered with the Australian 
Department of Education, Science and Training and EIBT 
diploma programs are accredited by the South Australian 
Department of Further Education, Employment, Science 
and Technology.

All EIBT programs are registered on the Australian 
Quali�cations framework and are accredited by the South 
Australian Department of Further Education, Employment, 
Science and Technology. EIBT diplomas are accredited by the 
Australian Department of Education, Science and Technology 
for FEE-HELP �nancial assistance.
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EIBT diploma courses are FEE-HELP approved which means 
that students do not have to pay any up-front tuition fees 
before the commencement of their studies. 
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EIBT offers a Certi�cate IV in University Foundation Studies.  
This pre-university program is the equivalent of foundation 
or upper secondary school level and is designed to prepare 
students for entry into EIBT diploma programs and some �rst 
year university programs.
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The EIBT Academic Director ensures that students have 
access to any advice or support they need to succeed in their 
studies. The Academic Director keeps track of progress and 
will provide additional academic support if needed. Weekly 
‘help desk’ sessions supplement formal classes, and teaching 
staff are available for consultation outside of class time.

EIBT employs a full time academic counsellor who offers 
a range of free support courses to help students with time 
management, note taking, essay writing and other 
academic skills.

EIBT provides an opportunity to students who have just 
missed out on direct entry to university because their 
TER or STAT score was too low.

EIBT’s small classes and supportive learning environment 
provide a second chance at university.

Credit transfer arrangements for entry into The University 
of Adelaide, Flinders University and the University of South 
Australia are in place.

EIBT diploma graduates have successfully applied for 
places at other Australian universities and have been granted 
advanced standing for their EIBT diploma.
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Successful completion of the Certi�cate IV in University 
Foundation Studies (UFS) enables entry in to one of the 
EIBT diploma programs. The Certi�cate IV is suitable for 
students who:

•  have completed Year 11 and would prefer to continue 
their studies in a different academic context

•  do not obtain a TER high enough to gain direct entry 
to an EIBT diploma

•  are over 20 years old and have a history of relevant 
employment

The Certi�cate IV in UFS may be completed in two or three 
semesters of full-time study (or part-time equivalent). It may 
be possible to fast track certi�cate studies by transferring to 
an EIBT diploma after undertaking only one semester of the 
Certi�cate IV and achieving average grades of 70% or more.

The Certi�cate IV in UFS comprises eight courses – six 
core courses, and two courses from a stream of business, 
information technology, hospitality or nursing.

Students who successfully complete the Certi�cate IV in UFS, 
Nursing Stream are eligible to apply for admission into the 
�rst year of the Bachelor of Nursing (Pre-Registration) at 
Flinders University.

The Certi�cate IV UFS Hospitality stream provides a 
foundation for direct entry into all certi�cate, diploma and 
degree programs conducted by the International College 
of Hotel Management (ICHM).
